Construction Update 
Thanks to great spring weather, the front 
entry construction project is going well. 
They had to dig down 8 to 10 feet before 
reaching solid soil, which was likely the 
cause of our sinking entry. A new base of 
road gravel should provide a solid support 
for years to come. The sidewalk and safe 
wheelchair ramp are done, with the railing, 
doors, decorative concrete and lights still 
underway. The new front entry should look 
great thanks to the support of Richland 
County. Although everything won’t be 
completed, Music at the MonDak will be  
at the Center April 18th—see you there. Handicap Accessibility 

Our new handicap accessible front entry 
will allow all visitors to safely visit the main 
floor of the Center, but visitors with dis-
abilities still can’t visit the downstairs mu-
seum. Within the next year, we hope to in-
crease accessibility by installing a light duty 
elevator into the existing freight elevator 
shaft. A member has very generously of-
fered $10,000 to help fund the elevator pro-
ject, which will cost ~$30,000. Let us know 
if you are interested in helping out with this 
project. We want to ensure our entire facil-
ity can be enjoyed by everyone – not just by 
those who can use the stairs. Consider increasing your membership support 

We want to keep our base membership rates 
affordable and don’t plan to raise them. Mem-
bership income was ~ $10,000 in 2007, and is 
used to purchase preservation materials, for cul-
tural and music events, and to bring in art and 
history exhibits. In 2008, we budgeted $10,000 
for programming expenses alone! I just renewed 
my membership and increased my support. If 
history, art and culture are important to you, I 
would encourage you to do the same. If half of 
our members would raise their yearly support 
by even $20, it would make a big difference.
