This show will include photographs of the 
universe from the  Hubble Space Telescope. 
Orbiting high above the Earth, the Hubble 
Space Telescope has a view unmatched by 
any ground based telescopes because the 
Earth’s atmosphere creates problems for 

astronomers. The clouds and weather, dust, air currents, water vapor and other factors 
can hinder the imaging power of Earth-based telescopes. By placing a powerful 
telescope 380 miles above the planet’s surface, NASA gave astronomers access to 
amazingly clear images of some of the most distant objects in the universe. These 
images survey a range of visible-light astronomy from the solar system to stellar 
evolution in the farthest reaches of space and time. 
This show is made possible by the Space 
Telescope Science Institute and the Midland 
Center for the Arts of Midland, Michigan. It 
includes breathtaking images of the universe. We 
have invited Loren Acton, a retired NASA 
astronaut from Bozeman to share about his time 
with the space program.  
A Star Lab will be at the MonDak Heritage Center 
for a few weeks and we are inviting area schools to 
bring their students for field trips. Watch for more 
information in the coming months.
