construct the Great Northern bridge. Sheriff Courtney and
his deputy Burmeister tried to arrest ]J.C. Collins on an
assault charge on April 12, 1913. Upon literally running
into the law officers and their deputy Wilson, Collins

and Collins fled the scene. Eventually, while trying to
recover some stashed money, Collins was apprehended and taken to the Mondak jail.

That J.C. Collins would receive justice as meted out by a mob of vigilantes seems almost to
have been a foregone conclusion. Despite efforts by law enforcement to guard Collins
against the angry Mondak citizens, Collins was eventually taken from his jail cell, hanged
from a telephone pole, and according to which report you believe, his body was riddled
with bullets and his clothing all burned, or his body was dumped in the Missouri River to
“send it back where it came from.” Other
